Installation 
 
 

1. Safely elevate vehicle to gain access under the car. 
2. Loosen top 13mm nuts of factory transmission mounts. 
3. Using a support under the rear of the transmission (hydraulic jack or transmission support), 

loosen and remove the four (4) bolts* that hold the transmission brace to the chassis. 
4. Remove brace completely from vehicle and remove factory transmission mounts. 
5. Install Rogue Engineering transmission mounts with notched tabs towards the transmission 

brace.  Tighten nuts to 21Nm (15 ft. lbs.) 
6. Reinstall transmission brace, with new mounts in place.  Tighten nuts to 21Nm (15 ft. lbs.) 

 
* Some vehicles (such as the E39 540/M5) have six (6) bolts that secure the transmission brace to the 
chassis.
